TRANSPARENCY FOR HUMAN RIGHTS MINI AWARDS 
BACKGROUND 
Relief International is currently implementing a 2 years long project (2010-2012) titled “The Transparency for Human Rights (THR) in Bangladesh funded by the European Commission. The expected results of the project are objective reporting, stronger capacity of media professionals to defend the right to freedom of expression, increased public access to information, increased public awareness of and public pressure for human rights, and an improvement in the human rights  situation in Bangladesh. 
Objectives of the Mini Awards 
The objectives of the mini awards is to recognize three journalists/media professional having made outstanding contributions to reporting on and awareness of human rights in Bangladesh during the period of December 2009- March 2011.
Eligibility Criteria:

Candidates must be full time, part time or freelance journalists currently working in print, broadcast or online media. RI is expecting applications from those who made outstanding performance in creating awareness and reporting on Human Rights in Bangladesh. The mini-awards will be given to 6 journalists/media professionals selected from the following 10 districts under the project: Dhaka, Khulna, Gazipur, Joypurhat, Naryanganj, Chandpur,Chittagong,Jessore, Satkhira, Bagerhat. 
The award categories would include investigative reporting, media monitoring and awareness/advocacy. The applications should demonstrate uniqueness and innovativeness in reporting the issues of human rights incidence in Bangladesh. RI’s decision on the selection of the awardees will be considered as final. RI reserves the rights to make any changes in selection criteria, number of awards, deadlines for submission of the application.  
Application procedures
Candidates may be nominated by his/her colleagues, employers, journalists or others. Self nomination is also accepted. Completed nominations should include the following materials:

· A Completed nomination form
· Nomination statement completed by a professional associate/supervisor
· Brief biography of the candidate highlighting his/her work as it relates to investigative reporting, media monitoring and advocacy/awareness

· Resume or CV 

· Copy of the reporting on Human Rights in Bangladesh

· A letter of support from professional associates

Deadline: Completed nominations, including all supporting documents must be submitted to RELIEF International House 322, Road 05 West, DOHS, Baridhara, Dhaka-1206 no later than 25April2011 by courier service. Winners will be notified in April2011
